Meeting Notes from the Wednesday, June 6, 2018 Meeting



Attendees: Councilmembers Chairman Jason DiPonzio, Robin Wilt, Supervisor William Moehle, BVA: Barb Sforza, Cody Dean and Dennis Meitz, Mike Guyon, Evert Garcia, and Paula Parker (as Staff to the Committee).



The Town Board’s Finance and Administrative Services Committee (the FASC) met at 8:30 a.m. and reviewed a number of contractual, procurement, finance and/or budget, and personnel related matters referred by Town departments and is prepared to make recommendations to the full Town Board as follows:

Approval of Minutes:  Approved minutes from the May 15, 2018 meeting.


Town Bid/Proposal Authorizations and Awards:

Award Bid /Amend 2018 Budget for purchase of Ambulance for BVA (Ambulance District /Finance) – The FASC discussed with the members of the Brighton Volunteer Ambulance their request for Town Board action to award the bid for one (1) 2018 Demers Type II Sprinter Ambulance to North Eastern Rescue Vehicles in an amount not to exceed $97,900 and to amend the 2018 Ambulance District budget to facilitate the purchase of the ambulance.  It was noted that the removal of the air horns from the vehicle will not impact safety in any way.  The ambulance will be equipped with the lights and siren.  The air horn will sacrifice too much storage space in the vehicle.   (see letters from P. Parker and BVA).
The FASC recommends the Town Board take favorable action on this matter

Grant Authorizations and Acceptances:

Contracts and Contract Change Orders:

Authorize Supervisor to execute a change order with Villager Construction and amend related budget (DPW) – The FASC discussed with Evert Garcia his request for Town Board action to authorize the Supervisor to execute a change order with Villager Construction in the amount of $30,098.32 for the Landfill Water Main Extension project.  Further to approve a budget appropriation in the amount of $7,098.32 to account SW.WAATRD.8310.2.66 from assigned unappropriated fund balance in the Water District (see memo from E. Garcia).

Other Matters for Action of the Town Board:

Set Public Hearing for Town Law Section 202-b Sewer District Equipment Purchase/Bond Resolution as approved in the 2018 CIP plan (Sewer Dist. / Finance Dept.) – The FASC discussed with Paula Parker her request for Town Board action to set a public hearing on July 11th, 2018 in accordance with Town Law Section 202-b to consider the purchase of equipment for the Consolidated Sewer District and if approved, adopt Bond Resolution for $120,000.  All documents have been prepared by Bond Counsel.  The purchasing of equipment is a Type II action and does not require a SEQR.  The resolution discloses that this is a Type II action in the body and will become part of the final, adopted resolution, per our Bond Counsel (see letter from P. Parker).	
The FASC recommends the Town Board take favorable action on this matter.

Bond Resolution for Highway equipment purchase in the amount of $380,000 as approved in the 2018 CIP plan (Highway/Finance Dept.)  – The FASC discussed with Paula Parker her request for Town Board action to adopt a bond resolution in the amount of $380,000 for the purchase of highway equipment as approved in the 2018 CIP plan.  All documents have been prepared by Bond Counsel and this bond is subject to permissive referendum (see letter from P. Parker).	
The FASC recommends the Town Board take favorable action on this matter.
				
Other Matters for Discussion Only:  

DISCUSSION ITEM ONLY – Reviewed and discussed the quotes for Monroe Avenue GIGP interpretive signage with Mike Guyon.  Three quotes were solicited.  Lowest quote is from Fossil Industries in the amount of $2,781.  All procurement procedures were followed.  No official action needed.  
The specifications for the signage were included in the quote solicitation per the grant requirements (see letter from M. Guyon).
