They will be extending the gable roof plain and then leveling out. Tungen roof that will be painted brown. The gutters will be tying into the existing drainage and they will be extending the gutters from a 2/6 to a ¾ to extend the capacity of it.

 The property owners plan to do a pitched roof aside from one flat panel. They have other structures that have smooth panels and vertical panels. The carports will have lights in the interior. They are going for complementary earthy tones to complement the existing greenhouses nearby. The color palette for the  Hardie Plank Lap Siding will be Mountain Sage, Navajo Beige, Artic White, and Khaki Brown. The Board members were concerned regarding the mechanical equipment being visible from the road.
