The roofing will match the existing asphalt shingles, which are in good condition. There will be gutters and downspouts connecting with the existing. They have clapboard wood siding, and they will be matching it to the existing.

		New facade cladding, storefront entrance, and additional windows. 
Meeting Notes: The property owner will be keeping the existing storefront and painting it. The metal frame panel will be replaced with new material that is a mixture of metal panel and cement fiber siding.  The new door will be placed near Monroe Ave. Proposing a new canopy for the sign frames over the door.  There will be recessed lighting for the entrances. The owners are planning to have a Sign Plan to have a homogeneous look for the tenants’ look.

		Conversion of an open porch into a four-season room
Meeting Notes: The homeowners presented a proposal to convert an existing open porch into a four-season room to enhance privacy. The existing posts shown in the submitted photos are non-structural, and the current roof structure will be retained, as it matches the opposite side of the house. Board members questioned why the proposed design does not replicate the existing architectural style. The homeowners explained that they preferred a simplified design for the addition. The board requested that all materials be clearly specified and that the submitted drawings include detailed representations, particularly of the panel system.
Decision: Table 
· Plans shall display the full front facade.
· As presented, the detailed work is not in keeping with the existing architecture of the house

		Installation of 11.7 kW solar panels  
Meeting Notes: There are modules on the front of the house in the same orientation. They will be painting the conduits upon the board members' request. The conduits cannot be run inside and will need to be run externally.
Decision: Approve with conditions
· Minimum exterior conduit runs should be run on the roof. 
· Garage array to be run inside the structure. 
· The front array conduits shall be painted to match the background. 
· The exterior equipment shall be shifted to the garage wall location

		Replacing the front porch steps with a new front deck. 
Meeting Notes: The homeowners presented a proposal for a new center deck. The railing will be made of pressure-treated wood with a cottage gray stain, which differs from the composite railing noted on the submitted plans. The railings will be 3 feet in height. Board members expressed concern about the railing extending in front of the shutters and recommended adjusting the risers to position the railing below the shutters. Additionally, there were concerns that the proposed tread and riser dimensions may not meet building code requirements.
Decision: Approve with. conditions 
·  The height of the structure shall be adjusted so that the railings are below the shutters 
·  The riser height and tread depth shall be adjusted to meet code.
